Department, 46-800 Jackson Street, will be participating in National Prescription
Drug Take-Back Initiative. This initiative, supervised by U.S. Department of
Justice Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA), will be coordinating a
collaborative effort with state and local law enforcement agencies focused on
removing potentially dangerous controlled substances from our nation’s medicine
cabinets.
